7™ GRADE--- THE HOBBIT by I.R.R. Tolkien or ANNE OF GREEN GABLES by L.M. Montgomery
8" GRADE—HUCKLEBERRY FINN by Mark Twain or THE YEARLING by Marjorie Rawlings
9™ GRADE ---FAHRENHEIT 451 by Ray Bradbury or TO KILL A MOCKINGBIRD by Harper Lee
10™ GRADE _SCREWTAPE LETTERS by C.S. Lewis or CHRISTY by Catherine Marshall
11™ GRADE - PERSUASION-by Jane Austen or THINGS FALL APART by Chinua Achebe
12™ GRADE - 1984 by George Orwell or THE GREAT GATSBY by F. Scott Fitzgerald
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AP ENGLISH-11" graders taking AP English will read GREAT GATSBY by F. Scott Fitzgerald; 12"
graders will read 7984 by George Orwell ; take copious notes on themes, tone, imagery, and literary devices.
You will need three pages of double-spaced notes on the novel. In addition, provide an extra typed page or
two of the ten most important characters of the book. As you read the novel, highlight and take margin notes.
You will take your multiple choice and essay test the second day of class. Please have all these papers
that are due in one manila folder.

AP LITERATURE-4AN AMERICAN TRAGEDY by Theodore Dreiser—This year, students wishing to
take AP Lit 2™ semester must pass an AP book test on AN AMERICAN TRAGEDY the 1 week of school in
their Philosophy class to be eligible to take AP Lit 2™ semester.
